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Sugar Cane Breaking Ground

The west end of Sugar Cane reserve is getting a new look. A mere 47 days after the Land Designation Referendum passed at Sugar Cane, work has already begun on their golf course.

In March Sugar Cane members voted on whether or not to free up land for economic development. The message received was a resounding yes.

Today Sugar Cane Raceway is undergoing a massive change. The track is being torn up to make way for a driving range, golf course, and clubhouse. The racetrack has adorned the landscape for the last 40 years but has not been used recently. It is time to make way for new growth.

This year will focus on putting in the driving range but the entire project, including a clubhouse and 18 hole golf course is slated for completion by May 2005.

Chief Willie Alphonse says this development “means a whole new era for the Williams Lake Band and a means for future generations to benefit economically.”

Jason Gordon, Williams Lake Band Economic Development Officer, points out that while things are happening and they seem to be happening quickly there is still a lot of work to be done. 
“The Band is looking after our future generations to come by breaking ground on future developments, this is a real big change for us” (Chief Willie Alphonse).
